An athlete is eligible for dual sports participation based on the following criteria:

1. They have passed ALL classes the previous nine-week grading period and have achieved a
minimum 2.0 GPA for the grading period.

2. Both athlete and parent/guardian meet with the Athletic Director and coaches involved prior
to the fifth day of official practice (according to O.H.S. A.A. guidelines).

3. The athlete will choose his/her primary sport. This form must be signed by the athlete,
parent/guardian, Athletic Director and both coaches.

4. Should the athlete quit one or both sports after beginning the official season, they will be
ineligible for dual sport participation for one calendar year.

5. PTC contests take priority over independent competition.

6. If two PTC contests are scheduled on the same day, the athlete must attend the contest of
their designated primary sport.

7. State competition has priority over PTC competition.

8. Independent competition takes preference over practice.
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. Varsity practice takes preference over freshman/junior varsity competition unless agreed on
by both coaches prior to the scheduled event.

10. In the event there are no contests scheduled, the athlete will attend practice of their
designated primary sport. Coaches will work together to allow practice time for each
sport as necessary and practical.

11. No athlete is guaranteed playing time. Coaches will have the final decision in how much
game/contest playing time the athlete receives. This agreement only allows the athlete
the opportunity to participate in more than one sport.
